* All firearms to be handled ONLY in these designated areas:
1. Marked Safety Area (Outside range).
2. Load/Unload tables.
3. Firing line with RO present.

* If yvou need to work on an EMPTY gun, please doitata
designated Safety Area.
( NO AMMO IN OUTSIDE SAFETY AREAS!)

* All SASS safety rules will apply. It is YOUR. responsibility to
know them Current mlebook is available for viewing in The
Telegraph Office.

* All long guns should be camed muzzles up. This 1s not a hunting
camp. You are in a crowded civilian range. Please pay careful
attention to your gun handling OFF the firing line, as well as on_ It
may get a little crowded 1n here, so please exercise a little extra
caution today.

* Dry fining at the load/unload tables is prohibited.

* Dropped rounds and shells are “dead”™. Leave them where they
fell, even if you have completed the stage. Someone will retrieve
them for you. It's a muzzle control issue.

* A round over the berm 15 a Maich DQ.

* Using any part of a wall or prop as a shooting rest 1s a Procedural
penalty.



* The shooter is responsible for staging/re-staging their firearms. A
precartously staged gun that falls 1s not a prop failure. It1s
considered a dropped gun and a penalty will be applied as per
SASS rulebook.

* WAIT FOR THE BEEP! Do not try to anticipate 1t. Repeat
offenders will eamn a Spinit Of The Game penalty (:30 seconds).
This 1s cheating by trying to get a head start and RO's will be on
the lookout for it.

* Cowboy Port Arms 15 defined as * Standing fully upnight, the
butt of the nfle or shotgun AT or BELOW the gun belt and munzzle
at SHOULDER. level or higher, both hands on the gun_ finger OUT
of the trigger gunard.™ It's possible that other clubs are looser in
their defimition of Port Arms, but we see 1t as cheating 1f 1t's not the
same for everyone.

* Shotgun knockdowns must fall to score. Keep shootin'!

* Loading the nifle from the body 1s allowed, but ONLY to make
up for an ejected round.

* Loading the shotgun on the move is prohibited. You must have
BOTH feet stopped before throwing shells into 1t.

* Do not chamber nfle rounds until the gun 1s pomnted downrange.
This 1s now a 10 sec Minor Safety Violation.

* Once a pistol clears leather & gets cocked, 1t HAS to be emptied.
* This 15 a “No Alibi™ match. Once you have hollered the start line

or made a move for a gun, you are commuitted and there is no
stopping until you have completed the stage.

Gunfighter friendly

START LINE: "May you always have cows around! "

( A western blessing by Canadian country artist Corb Lund. See

START POSITION: Standing at X, hands clasped behind back.

PROCEDURE: Atb, grab rifle off table & engage in a Beef Sweep:
R1,1,4,2,2,4,3,3,4. Return open empty rifle to table. Take up
shotgun now. Load & engage 4 SG targets in any order. Return
open MT shotgun to table. Move right to rope box. When both feet
are in, draw 1% pistol & engage: P1,1,2,3,3. Holster. Repeat for 2™
pistol. Holster.

"Deguello!”

10 Rifle, 10 Pistol, 4 Shotgun
Rifle staged in either vertical rack, SG in horizontal rack

Gunfighter friendly

START LINE: "Deguello! " (Spanish bugle call used by Mexican Army buglers
during the 1836 Siege and Battle of the Alamo. Also fitle of fine old ZZ Top album.
Translates loosely to "No Surrender” & is identified with beheading & throat-cutting.)
START POSITION: Standing upright at X (pick one), hands on
hips.

PROCEDURE: Atb, grab up rifle & engage: R1,2,3,4,5,6,7,7,7,7.
(You must "clean" the plates before moving on). Place open MT
rifle back in vertical rack. Pull 1* hogleg & alternate P1 & P2 for 5
shots, starting on either one. Holster. Pull 2™ hogleg & dump 5 on
either P1 or P2. Holster. Go for the shotgun now. Load & alternate
the 2 targets for a total of 4, starting on either one.

Move to B. Take up repeating rifle & engage thru the port:

Gong, R1,2,3.4,1,2,3,4. Re-stage open MT rifle. Move right to C.
When both feet are in rope box, draw 1* pistol & engage:
P1,2,3,1,2. Holster. Repeat with 2™ pistol. Holster.

PROCEDURE: Atb, pick up rifle & engage in a Double Tap Nevada
Sweep, starting from either end: R1,1,2,2,3,3,2,2,1,1. Or...
3,3,2,2,1,1,2,2,3,3. Place open MT rifle back on table. Now go for
the shotgun. Load & engage the 3 targets any order. Return open
MT shotgun to table. Move right. When both feet are in rope box,

pull 1¢t pistol & engage in a Nevada Sweep from either direction:
P1,2,3,2,1 or P3,2,1,2,3. Holster. Pull 2" pistol & repeat. Holster.

Take all guns to unload table & clear.

(The rifle butt, not your
butt!)

PROCEDURE: Atb, swing rifle up to your shoulder & engage:
R1,2,2,2,3,1,2,2,2,3 all thru the port. Place open MT rifle in vertical
rack. Move to Y, take up shotgun & engage the 4 targets any order.
Return open MT shotgun to rack. Move right to Z. When both feet
are in box, pull 1* pistol & engage: P1,2,2,2,3. Holster. Repeat for
2™ pistol. Holster.
