 MATCH SAFETY, RULES AND PROCEDURES 

 

All firearms to be handled ONLY in these designated areas:  

 Marked Safety Area. 

 Load/Unload tables.  

 Firing line with RO present. 

If you need to work on an EMPTY gun, please do it at a designated 

Safety Area. NOT the load/unload tables. 

All SASS safety rules will apply. It is YOUR responsibility to know 

them. Current  rulebook is available for viewing in The Telegraph  

Office. 

All long guns should be carried muzzles up. This is not a hunting 

camp. You are in a crowded civilian range. Please pay careful       

attention to your gun handling OFF the firing line, as well as on. It 

may get a little crowded in here, so please exercise a little extra   

caution. 

Dry firing at the load/unload tables is prohibited.  

A round over the berm is a Match DQ.  

The shooter is responsible for staging/re-staging their firearms. A 

precariously staged gun that falls is not a prop failure. It is            

considered a dropped gun and a penalty will be applied as per SASS 

rulebook. 

WAIT FOR THE BEEP! (No movement before the beep please)  



Shotgun knockdowns must fall to score. Keep shooting!  

Shotgun make-up shots must be taken immediately. (Before moving 

on to next target). 

The RO (and only the RO) calls for shotgun re-shoots.  

Loading the rifle from the body is allowed, but ONLY to make up for an 

ejected round.  

Do not chamber rifle rounds until the gun is pointed downrange. This is 

now a 10 second Minor Safety Violation. 

Once a pistol clears leather & gets cocked, it HAS to be fired.          

(No de-cocking.) 

This is a “No Alibi” match. Once you have hollered the start line or 

made a move for a gun, you are committed and there is no stopping 

until you have completed the stage.  

Several of us put a lot of hours into these matches for YOUR            

entertainment. Please show your appreciation by helping out where 

possible and hustling a little to keep the match moving along, so we 

can all get off the range together at a reasonable hour. There is no 

such thing as "shoot & scoot " in CAS.

STAGE ONE 

 4 Shotgun, 10 Rifle, 10 Pistol 

Rifle & shotgun staged on table 

 

27 Dec 1858: Twenty Texans, led by Indian fighter Peter     
Garland, attack a peaceful group of Anadarko and Caddo camped 
on Keechi Creek near the Brazos River Reservation. The Texans 
kill seven Indians while they are sleeping. The Texas Rangers   
refuse to arrest Garland for unprovoked murders. A grand jury 
set up to investigate the murders will charge Anadarko Chief Jose 
Maria (Iesh to his own peeps) with horse-stealing instead. 

 

 

START LINE:  " Horse stealing?! Seriously? " 

START POSITION: Standing at X, both hands on the rifle. 

PROCEDURE: Atb, pick up nearest shotgun & hit the 4 targets 

any order. Switch shotgun for rifle & sweep the 5 targets twice 

from either end (eg:12345 repeat), Leave open empty rifle on   

table & move right to pistol position & engage in the same sweep 

as for the rifle. 

Take all guns to unload table & clear.

 10 Pistol, 6 Shotgun, 10 Rifle 

 Shotgun staged on table at X, rifle on table at Y 

 

You own a small spread north of Cheney Gulch. Bucky Moonbeam & 
some other big spreads have wanted you gone for years. Well they 
finally did it. Burned ya out & ran off your stock. This means your 
mail order bride wonõt be coming if he/she finds out you got no 
ranch now. Only way to get even is hit ôem in the wallet. Youõll rob 
the Cattlemanõs Bank.  

 

START LINE:   " Stay put banker! " 

START POSITION: Standing at X, strong hand extended all the 

way out, other hand relaxed at side. 

PROCEDURE: Atb, engage pistol targets 12321 / 32123. Pick up 

shotgun & hit the 2 knockdowns. Move right with shotgun &      

alternate the 2 swingers for 4 shots. Switch open empty shotgun 

for rifle & engage 1232132123.  

 

Take all guns to unload table & clear.

 4 Shotgun, 10 Rifle, 10 Pistol 

Rifle & shotgun staged on table 

 

Rusty Marlin & his gang have stolen all your stock and are making 
a deal with Marshal McPhee to get rid of youé permanently.    
Apparently Cheney Gulch ainõt big enough for the both of you. 
This will have to be settled with guns. 

 

START LINE:  " It’s your move Rusty! " 

START POSITION: Standing at X, arms in full surrender. 

PROCEDURE: Atb, shooters choice for order of guns: 

Shotgun – alternate for 4 shots, starting on either. 

With rifle & pistols, put 7 rounds on each of the 3 targets in any 

order whatsoever. The 7 rounds don’t have to be consecutive. 

When the smoke clears, we need to have seen a total of 7 hits 

on each of the 3 targets. There will be a rifle or pistol reload in 

there somewhere. 

 

Take all guns to unload table & clear. 

 

Spotters please pay extra attention. 



STAGE THREE

 10 Pistol, 10 Rifle, 6 Shotgun 

Rifle & shotgun staged on table 

 

You are Judge Soy Bean, Roy Beanõs distant cousin. But you also 
can dispense the same two-fisted justice in Cheney Gulch that 
your cousin does in Texas. In fact, youõve got two bad banditos in 
front of you today. But they make a break for it before you can 
sentence them. 

 

START LINE: " Well, your sentence is death now! "  

START POSITION: Standing at X, arms folded across chest. 

PROCEDURE: Atb, pull out a pistol & engage: P11234 / 43211. 

Move left to Y & discover your long lost shotgun: hit all 4 any    

order, then hit the two swingers once more each. Now finish 

strong with the rifle: Engage R1123443211 (same as pistol).  

 

Take all guns to unload table & clear.

 9  Rifle, 6 Shotgun, 10 Pistol 

Rifle & shotgun staged on table at Y

START LINE:   " I love this town! " 

START POSITION: Standing at Y, rifle shouldered & pointing 

    downrange. 

PROCEDURE: Atb, engage: R123123123. Switch open empty 

rifle for shotgun. Load & alternate the 2 swingers for 4 shots, 

starting on either. Now move left to X with open shotgun. When 

fully behind table, hit the 2 knockdowns any order. Leave open 

empty shotgun on table. Now for some pistol work: P12312 &   

repeat. 

 

Take all guns to unload table & clear.
